LASERS

Colorful laser beams are increasingly providing dazzling

light shows for audiences of touring concert performances

and to visitors of permanent art and architectural

installations. This seemingly harmless technology can be

found commercially in barcode scanners, DVD players,

and laser pointers, yet it's powerful enough to cause

blindness and cut through metal. This presenation will

briefly cover the science of lasers and proceed into the

considerations involved in using lasers in the design of

the lighted environment including installation costs, FDA

and FAA regulations, mounting and maintenance. The presentation will include photos of laser
installations including the laser system installed at Tempe Marketplace by Beamin’ Lasers (and if
the conditions are right, we will step outside to see the lasers in action).
